The boring but
important bits

Fundraising should be fun - but there are a few
important things to think about to make sure

everything is legal and safe. 

Some fundraising events like raffles and lotteries
have strict legal rules about how they’re organised
and some require licenses. You can find out more
at www.gamblingcommission.gov.uk. If your event
is open to the public, ensure the venue has Public
Liability Insurance.

Rules & Licences 
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Make sure your fundraiser is approved by your
school and follows school policies. Some
activities may also need permission from parents
or carers - your teacher can advise you on this. 

If you’re collecting money outside of school,
make sure you check with your local authority
first to make sure you have permission.

Permissions

Depending on your
event, you may need

to complete a risk
assessment to ensure
everyone is safe. Ask

your teachers and
visit the Health and

Safety Executive
website for

templates and
further guidance.
